Competitions and CA membership

The Federation of East Midlands Croquet Clubs
organises regional league matches. For the more
experienced players we have Bakewell “A” team
in Div 1 and a “B” team in Div 3 for players who
want to improve their skills and increase their
experience. We also organise friendly matches
with local clubs for those who do not wish to play
in the league teams but wish to gain experience
and confidence. The home team always provides
refreshments, which makes for a friendly and
social event.

All
necessary equipment is available and
existing members are happy to guide you
through the rudiments of the game. We
also have members who are qualified to
give coaching if requested. Please contact
the Club Secretary for details.

Our sessions are held on

e Thursdays from 2pm until dusk,
e Saturday mornings from 10am to 12
noon.

We always
accommodate members so that they can
rely on a game when they arrive.

Members who have a key can have access
to the equipment and lawns at other times,
provided that such use does not interfere
with other clubs’ use of the recreation
ground.
